♦ Discussed feedback from our contacting 
many players who had not played with us 
recently 

♦ Undertaken a 2010 survey of Wednesday 
players to determine their session priori-
ties—see the results below  

THE SURVEY found that the session key  
priorities in order were:  
♦ Starting the session on time at 

10:15am 

♦ Playing at least 24 boards 

♦ Not to be waiting between rounds  

Of less importance but still in order were: 

♦ Finishing by 1:20pm   

♦ Avoiding sit-outs 

♦ Having a ten minute tea-break   

In line with these priorities we will ask our 
directors to ensure: 
♦ The session starts on time and moves 

are called on time (rather than waiting 
for the slowest tables to finish)  

♦ At least 24 boards are played even if it 
should mean playing on beyond 
1.20pm (this should not be necessary)  

♦ Sit-outs are avoided where possible 
by ringing possible fill-in players, and  

♦ A short (5-10 min) tea-break is called 
Please help the director by arriving at 
10am, catching up time if you are running 
late and notifying us if you are happy to 
fill-in at short notice. 

TO FIT WITH the State 
Wide Pairs (SWP) we 
need to change our pre-
viously advised special 
event dates. The August 
President Cup will now 
be on 29 July, with the State Wide Pairs 
played on the first three Thursdays in August.
